Arjan Spannenburg uses the tactile interaction with clothing, the unbuttoning of a shirt,
to symbolise the removal of the final layers of protection. This piece addresses the natural tendency of the heart to seek expos...

MATERIALS
Matt plexiglas

Giclée print Ultrachrome mounted on dibond with Diasec Anti-Reflex. An exhibition-grade finish that utilises the patented Diasec®
chemical bonding process. This creates a permanent, airless seal between the print and a specialised anti-reflective acrylic. It
provides the structural "monolith" look of a contemporary mount while ensuring that even under heavy gallery spotlights, the focus

remains entirely on the artwork’s detail.
